Project Description

Cape and Vineyard Electric Cooperative, Inc. (CVEC) proposes to install two Large
Scale Wind Energy Turbines (LWETSs) in Freeman’s Way Industrial Park on Town
owned property off of Commerce Park Road in Brewster, MA. The locations are on
Assessor’s Map number 131, parcels 1 and 32 (Old Map 46, Lot 41). The zoning district
is | (Industrial) and WET (Wind Energy Turbine) Overlay. The wind turbines will be
modern, three-bladed, upwind, horizontal axis, rotor mounted atop a monopole tower
with a maximum height of 410 feet. The Town of Brewster will be the primary user of
the electricity generated by the two turbines. The remainder of the electricity will be
allocated to the Cape Light Compact and CVEC member towns and counties under the
Massachusetts Net Metering Regulations.

This Special Permit Application is presented to the Planning Board to demonstrate
compliance with Bylaw Sections 179-40.2, 179-51, and 179-67. CVEC requests that the
Planning Board approve this application while supporting the intent of the Town Bylaws
to encourage appropriate land use, environmental protection, adequate infrastructure
development, and the preservation of historical, cultural, archaeological, architectural,
and recreational values.

Please not that CVEC is applying for both special permits, the Medium/Large-Scale
Wind Energy Turbine Special Permit and the Corridor Overlay Protection District
Special Permit. The information pursuant to 179-51 and 179-67 applies to both
applications

The following narrative addresses the provisions set in the sections of the Town Bylaw
mentioned above.

Section 179-40.2 Wind Enerqgy Turbines.

Section D. Use, site and dimensional regulations
(1) (b) WET facilities

The two proposed wind turbines are LWETSs greater than 130 feet in total height.
They will be erected on land located within the Wind Energy Turbine Overlay
District as described in Subsection H (9) All Town-owned properties.

(2) Site Control
Documentation is submitted with this package showing that the applicant has legal
right to use the proposed site. This includes proof of control over the setback and

clear areas required by this section.

(3) Setback (Refer to the attached Site Plan for all setback dimensions)

(a) The WET facilities and their associated equipment comply with the
building setback provisions of the zoning district in which the facilities are
located

(b) The applicant is not requesting a reduction of the required setback distance

(c) All setbacks listed in this section have been observed. The minimum
distance from the base of each tower to any property line, road (except for
roads used exclusively for servicing the LWETS), habitable dwelling,
business, institution, or public recreational area are equal to the fall zone.
In addition, the fall zone for the LWETSs are and will be kept free of all
habitable structures during the operational life of the facility.

CVEC is working with the Town to redesign a portion of the Driving Range to
remove it from the fall zone of the wind turbine. Netting is also proposed to
protect the wind turbines from golf balls.

Section G. Large-Scale Wind Energy Turbine (LWET)

(1) The construction of the proposed LWETs will occur in the Large-Scale Wind
Energy Conversion Turbine Overlay District. The proposed LWETs comply with
all the requirements of this section, the Zoning Bylaws, and the wind energy
conversion turbine special permit regulations adopted by the Brewster Planning
Board.

Section H. Large-Scale Wind Energy Turbine (LWET)

(1) The proposed LWETs are to be constructed on Town-owned property The
LWETs will be located on Parcels 1 and 32 on Assessor’s Map 131 (Old Map 46,
Lot 41). These parcels have no legal restrictions or restrictions on the title to
prevent development of the LWETS.

Section J. Approval Criteria; required findings and denials

(2) After review of this permit application, the SPGA should be able to make the
following applicable findings

(a) The proposed WETs will not have an undue adverse impact on historic
resources, scenic views, natural resources, and/or residential property
values.

» The proposed wind turbines are not located within an area of historic
resources or scenic views. The enclosed photo simulations and
elevation views illustrate the visual impact of the turbines on the
surrounding area.

(b) The applicant has agreed to implement all reasonable measures to mitigate
the potential adverse safety, environmental, and aesthetic impacts of the
WET.

» CVEC agrees to implement all reasonable measures to mitigate
potential adverse impacts of the WETS.

(c) The proposed WETs shall comply with current FCC and FAA standards
regarding flight and air navigation hazard identification and prevention.

» Two Determinations of No Hazard to Air Navigation were received by
the FAA on June 17, 2010. A copy of both Determinations are
included with this package. The proposed LWET height of 410 feet
was determined not to exceed obstruction standards and will not pose a
hazard to air navigation. The proposed WETs will also comply with all
FCC standards.

(d) The applicant has agreed to any maintenance and monitoring requirements
set forth in any regulations promulgated by the SPGA.
» CVEC commits to following all operation, maintenance, and
monitoring requirements as required by the wind turbine manufacturer
and the SPGA.

(e) The proposed WETs shall be sited to the greatest extent possible to
minimize adverse visual impacts.
» The proposed WETSs have been sited to the greatest extent possible,
within the setback constraints, to minimize adverse visual impacts.
The enclosed photo simulations and elevation views illustrate the
visual impact of the turbines on the surrounding area.

(F) The applicant meets the criteria set forth in Subsection D as well as all
performance standards and requirements contained in any regulations
promulgated by SPGA pursuant to this section.

» The applicant meets all of the use, site and dimensional regulations set
in Subsection D. The enclosed site plan shows the setbacks and
dimensional regulations.

Section 179-51 Special Permits

Section A (1) Applications

A written application is hereby submitted to the SPGA. The application contains a
statement of the proposed project, a site plan showing the proposed site, and other
related information concerning the proposed use of the premises as required by
the SPGA.

Section A (5) Findings

The applicant requests that the SPGA finds the proposed uses are in harmony with
the purpose and intent of this chapter and will not be detrimental or injurious to

the neighborhood in which it is to take place, or to the public, and that all
requirements, standards, and conditions for the granting of the special permit have
been satisfied.

[1] The proposed use is consistent with the purpose and intent of the Town of
Brewster’s Comprehensive Plan.
» The latest Master Plan was written in 1970, at a time when it would not
have addressed wind turbines or energy conservation.

[2] The location, type, character and size of the use/building, or other structure in
connection therewith, will be in harmony with the visual character of the
neighborhood, including views and vistas and, where applicable, the historic
character of the neighborhood.
> As evidenced by the enclosed photo simulations, site plan, and elevation

views, the proposed WETSs are in harmony with the visual character of the
neighborhood. The proposed WETs are not located within a historic
district within the Town.

[3] The site is suitable for the proposed use.

» The Commerce Park site is suitable for the location of the proposed
WETs. The site is located in an industrial zoned area which is appropriate
for a LWET. The land is undeveloped and located at a sufficient distance
from residential abutters. The closest residential abutter is located
approximately 1,800 feet from either turbine. The wind turbines at this site
will also not result in long-term traffic impacts. Public access to the site
can be minimized relatively easily so that no safety issues arise.

[4] Adequate access will be provided for the purpose of fire protection, police

protection and other emergency equipment.

» There is a proposed access road, shown on the Site Plan, which will allow
for access of police, fire, and other emergency equipment.

[5] The streets serving the proposed use are adequate (width, grade,
construction, overall safety and design capacity) to carry all prospective traffic
and adequate provision is made for entering and leaving the proposed site
such that no undue hazard to traffic congestion will be created.

» The proposed WETSs and access roads will be blocked from public access.
Therefore, there is no expected traffic that will be entering or exiting the
site. Only emergency vehicles, and scheduled maintenance vehicles will
have access to the site.

[6] The proposed use/development has incorporated applicable trip reduction
measures, where possible, in order to minimize vehicular trips to and from the
site. These include company sponsored carpooling/vanpooling, bicycle and
pedestrian incentives and/or variable work-hour or flextime programs.

» This section is not applicable to a WET project. There are no full-time
employees that will be located at the site. Only scheduled occasional
operation and maintenance personnel.

[7] Adequate parking and loading facilities are provided in accordance with

179-22.

» This section is not applicable to a WET project. No parking is required at
the site beyond the construction period.

[8] The site will be suitably landscaped to protect the character of the

neighborhood and adjacent property.

» No landscaping features are proposed for the WET project. The character
of the neighborhood and adjacent property will be protected. The photo
simulations included with this submittal show the impact of the proposed
wind turbines on the surrounding neighborhood.

[9] The proposed use has an adequate method of sewage disposal, source of

water and drainage.

» This section is not applicable for a WET project. No water, sewer, or
drainage is required at the site. The access road will be constructed with
the required slopes and grade to drain properly.

[10] Adequate utilities and other public services will be provided.

> The only utility required at the site is an electrical interconnection. This
will be provided after obtaining an electrical permit and all other
necessary permission. An interconnection application has been filed with
NSTAR for both turbines. An electrical site plan is also included with the
Civil/Architectural plan set.

[11] The proposed use will not result in the degradation of groundwater

quality or coastal water quality off site.

» The WETs will not result in the degradation of groundwater quality or
coastal water quality. The wind turbines are located outside the 100 ft.
wetland buffer zone and outside of all costal resource areas. All proper
construction methods will be used including the use of hay bales and silt
fences to protect the surrounding areas during construction. There will be
large cranes and heavy equipment on site for construction. In the case of a
spill or accident due to the malfunction of the construction equipment, the
proper clean up procedures will be followed to protect the Town’s Zone Il
and the Pleasant Bay Watershed.

[12] The location and design of buildings, roads, parking and loading areas
will not cause avoidable damage to wildlife habitats or corridors or to any
plant species listed as endangered, threatened or of special concern by the
Massachusetts Natural Heritage and Endangered Species Program.

» A MESA Project Review Checklist was submitted to the Massachusetts
Division of Fisheries and Wildlife on August 10, 2010. A response was
received on September 8, 2010 which states that “the NHESP has
determined that this project, as currently proposed, does not occur within
Estimated Habitat of Rare Wildlife or Priority Habitat as indicated in the
Massachusetts Natural Heritage Atlas (13th Edition). Therefore, the
project is not required to be reviewed for compliance with the rare wildlife
species section of the Massachusetts Wetlands Protection Act Regulations
(310 CMR 10.37, 10.59 & 10.58(4)(b)) or the MA Endangered Species
Act Regulations (321 CMR 10.18)”. A copy of the MESA Project Review
Checklist and the response letter is included with this application.

[13] The proposed use complies with all applicable provisions of the Zoning

Bylaw.

» The proposed use does comply with all applicable provisions of the
Zoning Bylaw as evidenced by this application and the attachments
submitted.

Section 179-67 Transportation, trip reduction, access, parking, landscaping, and
appearance standards.

Section A. Transportation Standards

The proposed use will not degrade the existing levels of service of surrounding
roads and intersections, including Main Street (Route 6A), below level of service
(LOS) C, based on summer peak-hour traffic volumes. The only increase in traffic
due to this project will occur during the construction phase. This will be only a
temporary increase in traffic volume. Once construction is completed, only
maintenance vehicles will be accessing the site during scheduled periods.

Section B.Trip Reduction Standards
This section is not applicable to a WET project.

Section C. Access Standards
This section is not applicable to a WET project. Public access to the site will be
restricted. Only emergency vehicles and scheduled maintenance vehicles will be
allowed to access the site.

Section D. Parking Design Standards

This section is not applicable to a WET project. There will be no parking lots or
loading lots constructed as part of this project.
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Section E. Landscaping, design, and appearance standards

The proposed site location is not located adjacent to any public road. The WETs
will be constructed off an access road which extends from Commerce Park Road.
No large parking areas are proposed as part of this project. There are no buildings
proposed as part of this project. Only the minimum number of trees will be
cleared for construction. All other trees will be protected during construction. No
landscaping features are proposed as part of this project.

Additional Considerations

In addition to complying with Town bylaws, avian (bird and bat) impacts were
considered. A copy of the Avian Assessment is included with this application. The results
of the Avian Assessment stated that no state listed avian species are known to occur at or
adjacent to the Brewster site. Therefore, the risk posed to these species is anticipated to
be very low or non existent. Additionally, although the turbines would be located within a
migratory flyway, the height of the tower and turbine blades is well below the altitude of
most migrating birds. The project site is not documented to be an important nesting or
foraging area for federally or state-listed endangered or threatened species or species of
concern. Based on the particular conditions of the site, study literature available, site
reconnaissance and a substantial quantity of data documenting the minimal effects of
wind turbines on avian species, the proposed project is likely to be of minimal risk to
birds.

The collision risk to resident bats (i.e., little brown myotis, eastern pipestrelle, northern
myotis, and big brown bat) on the project site is expected to be minimal and similar to the
risk from collision with other vertical structures including communication towers. The
potential impacts to migrating bats (i.e., hoary bat, silver-eared bat, and red bat) are
largely unknown due to the lack of information on migration routes of these species.

An environmental report is also being completed under the National Environmental
Policy Act (NEPA).
